     The Navy League of the United States was founded in 1902 with the encouragement of President Theodore Roosevelt. The Navy League is unique among military-oriented associations in that it is a civilian organization dedicated to the education of our citizens, including our elected officials, and the support of the men and women of the sea services and their families. You need not have served in the military to be a member of the Navy League.
PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE:  On August 4, 1790 Secretary of the Treasury Alexander Hamilton working with the United States Congress, established the Revenue Cutter Service, which was the forbearer of today’s Coast Guard.  The Revenue Cutter Service started with a fleet of 10 cutters whose assignment was to enforce the first tariff laws enacted by Congress.   Now, 217 years later, the United States Coast Guard has nearly 40,000 men and women on active duty.  While their mission has expanded to protect the public, the environment and the economic and security interests of the United States, they still live up to their motto, Semper Paratus, meaning "Always Ready". Happy Birthday Coast Guard!

   Also of interest… the wreckage of a Navy plane was discovered last month by workers digging a trench digging a trench on farmland near Highway 1 and Trafton Road along the Pajaro River.  The plane exploded while flying in a formation over Watsonville, CA. on Jan. 14, 1944. This case has been handed off to the U.S. Naval Historical Center in Washington, D.C.

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COAST GUARD PRESS RELEASE: ELEVENTH COAST GUARD DISTRICT CHANGE OF COMMAND:  ALAMEDA, Calif. (July 9, 2007) Rear Admiral Craig Bone salutes during the National Anthem at the Change of Command Ceremony held on Coast Guard Island.  Admiral Bone relieved Rear Admiral Jody Breckenridge as Commander of the Eleventh Coast Guard District.  The Change of Command Ceremony is a military tradition, formally marking the transfer of command from one person to another.    The U.S. Coast Guard appointed a new commander for the 11th Coast Guard District this morning, during a change of command ceremony at Coast Guard Island in Alameda.  Rear Admiral Craig E. Bone has taken over command from Rear Admiral Jody A. Breckenridge. 

   Rear Admiral Breckenridge has commanded the 11th District since March 31, 2006.  District 11 is comprised of the states of California, Arizona, Utah and Nevada, as well as thousands of square miles of Pacific waters.  During Rear Admiral Breckenridge's command, the men and women of the district have responded to more than 3454 search and rescue cases, saving more than 648 lives, inspected 7700 commercial vessels, and are credited with record-breaking drug busts in the Eastern Pacific Ocean with more than 282,130 pounds of cocaine seized.  Additionally, approximately 14,215 pounds of marijuana were seized in the Baja Corridor. 

   RAdm Bone comes to District 11 from Coast Guard Headquarters in Washington, DC, where he served as the Assistant Commandant for Prevention.  In this capacity, he directed national and international policy and programs for port, vessel, and facility safety and security, waterways management including navigation systems, icebreaking, bridge administration and marine transportation system policy. Prior to reporting to Coast Guard Headquarters, RAdm Bone served as the Chief of Staff for the 14th Coast Guard District, headquartered in Honolulu. RAdm Bone served as Captain of the Port New York/New Jersey and Commander of Coast Guard Activities New York.  A 1977 graduate of the U. S. Coast Guard Academy, RAdm Bone began his Coast Guard career as a deck watch officer aboard the Coast Guard Cutter Hamilton in Boston.

MYSTERIOUS AIRPLANE WRECKAGE UNDER INVESTIGATION BY TRAVIS AIR FORCE BASE:
Exerpts from Santa Cruz Sentinel article by Staff writer Tom Ragan 

NORTH MONTEREY COUNTY -- Somewhere near the Pajaro River levee at the edge of a strawberry 
field just west of Highway 1, there's a piece of crumpled metal shimmering in the sun in a hole that's 4 feet wide and 6 feet deep. Many believe the metal along Trafton Road could be the remnants of an old military airplane, unearthed by a construction company last week while digging a trench for a pipeline for the Pajaro Valley Water Management Agency in Watsonville. There's a singed parachute nearby along with 1942-dated bullet casings and riveted aluminum that looks like it was at one point part of some "burn site," said Mary Bannister, technical division director for the water agency. But nothing is certain as of yet, she said. "Everything is under investigation, and it would be premature to release anything. But what I can tell you is that we found no obvious markings on the wreckage," said Capt. Vanessa Hill, the public information officer at Travis. "Right now, the wreckage is just pieces of crumpled-up metal, but there's nothing to indicate what type of plane it was, how old or even who it belonged to". The aircraft may have taken off from Watsonville's first airport, which was just south of the site at the junction of Salinas Road and Highway 1, according to the Pajaro Valley Historical Association. Established in May 1930, the airport was in operation until May 1947. During World War II, the airport underwent a military metamorphosis, becoming a base for 250-foot-long silver blimps, which would patrol the Pacific Coast for Japanese submarines, according to Jane Borg, a volunteer at the historical association. In the years leading up to the war, however, the airport was a smaller, old-fashioned version of the modern-day airport on Airport Boulevard. 

    The wreckage could also be the site of a makeshift dump or a location where somebody merely wanted to get rid of one of their airplanes and had no place to put it, Borg said. No one will really know until the investigation is completed. According to Bannister, the water agency by law is required to preserve the site and to make sure that historical artifacts are protected. An archaeologist has since been hired to come up with a plan for the site.
