USS IOWA (BB-61) COMING TO SAN FRANCISCO:  Bill Stevens, executive director of Historic Ships Memmorial at Union Square (SF), was interviewed on KION radio 1460 AM, December 6, 2007 about the future of the famous WWII-era battleship IOWA.  The HSMPS has plans to move the IOWA from the “mothball” fleet in Suisun Bay, to a new home at Mare Island in Vallejo, where she will be the centerpiece of a revitalized waterfront area.  IOWA will operate as a museum ship, similar to the carriers Hornet & Midway now retired at NAS Alameda and San Diego.

   There are only four IOWA-class battleships and IOWA at Mare Island would be the only one of these historic ships located in the western United States.  (Missouri - Pearl Harbor, HI, New Jersey – Camden, NJ and Wisconsin – Norfolk, VA.)
